From September 2013, all schools have been provided with funding to support the Olympic legacy and to enable the delivery of effective sports provision.  Within the Diocese of Salisbury Academy Trust we aim to provide high quality sport.  At St. John’s, over a number of years we have provided the following:
· Release time to allow teams to compete in inter-school sports competitions
· The upgrade and improvement of the range and quality of PE resources
· Training and skill refreshment of staff engaged in delivering PE and school sport
· Transport to taster sessions for Outdoor Adventurous Activities
Impact Report for 2022-23
Our Sport Premium Funding for the academic year was £17740. This money was used as follows and impacted as detailed below:

	PE leader release time 
	£2000
	· The PE leader has used regular release time to complete admin tasks (organise coaches, clubs, events, timetables and overviews, monitoring of PE equipment etc) and attend meetings relating to sport and PE. 
· The positive impact of this is evident in the smooth running of PE lessons, PE lessons being high quality and St John’s children entering many sports events this year.
· Through lesson visits and the monitoring of PE across the school, the lowest 20% are identified and supported through effective scaffolding.
· This time is also used to take children to sports events, encouraging participation and raising the profile of St John’s.

	Scrapstore scrap top-up
	£1105
	· Replacing broken scrap will mean there is always plenty of items for all children to play with on the playground – encouraging more active and creative play and reducing behaviour incidents.
· The scrapstore has a positive impact on KS1 and KS2 children – they love using their imagination and making dens/creating characters/building structures and the teamwork that goes along with this. 

	
Upgrade PE equipment
	£1959.54
	· Purchasing whole class sets of equipment has led to higher quality PE lessons with more children able to participate at once.
· More sports equipment available at break times has increased activity levels and has helped to reduce behaviour incidents. 

	Subscription to Complete PE lesson plans 
	£258
	· These fully comprehensive lesson plans enable teachers to teach high quality lessons and ensure that skills progress across the school, from the fundamental movement skills in Early Years to team sports in KS2. 
· The plans provide a great basis for PE lessons and also come with knowledge organisers, vocabulary and videos for teachers to use. 

	Hiring professional coaches 
	£6024.95
	· We have worked with three local sports coaches to offer high quality teaching, CPD opportunities to staff and popular after school clubs to increase participation. These sessions are enjoyed by pupils and the clubs are well attended.
· Responses from a recent teacher survey about these coaches have been very positive. Teachers have continued to increase their confidence, gain ideas, observe demonstrations and instruction delivery and have enjoyed seeing their children learning from an ‘expert’. 
· Early Years have had coaching in dance and gymnastics to ensure coverage of the fundamental movement skills. 

	Top up swimming lessons
	£750
	· Year 5&6 children who hadn’t achieved 25m were invited to extra swimming lessons. Most of these children can now swim 25m and some even further. 

	Install new playground markings and equipment shed on KS1 playground
	£620
	· The new KS1 playground markings will enable teachers to teach more effective PE lessons and improve children’s spatial awareness.
· They will also encourage more active play at breaktime.
· A shed for storing PE equipment will mean easier access for PE lessons and active play at breaktime. 

	Transport to outdoor education taster sessions
	£500
	· Year 6 children took part in a sailing taster session and OAA activities at PGL and Year 5 children took part in a windsurfing session at the National Sailing Academy. This is a great opportunity for our children given our seaside location. 

	Hoodies for staff teaching PE
	£297
	· Teachers wearing school staff PE uniform help to raise the profile of PE

	Scrapstore scrap top-up
	£1100
	· The scrapstore playpod means that children are enjoying playing with scrap at lunch play.
· Replacing broken scrap will mean there is always plenty of items for all children to play with on the playground – encouraging more active and creative play and reducing behaviour incidents. 
· Children participate in play that develops physical development skills and confidence.

	PE leader release time 
	£2000
	· This time will also be used to take children to sports events- focus groups and individuals identified to promote enjoyment of sports for disadvantaged pupils and reluctant participants
· Pupils accessing Interventions such as Learn to Move are monitored and progress evaluated to understand how PE offer can further develop impact for these children
· This will also include the monitoring and evaluation of PE across the school, with a focus on ensuring the lowest 20% are supported (including maximising participation for reluctant participants) and that the fundamental movement skills are developed in early years.

	Upgrade PE equipment
	£2000
	· Purchasing whole class sets of equipment will lead to higher quality PE lessons with all children able to participate at once.
· More sports equipment available at break times will increase activity levels and will help to reduce behaviour incidents. 
· Pupil Sports Ambassadors are role models and promote and lead physical activity during lunchtime play

	Re-subscribe to The PE Hub scheme 
	£400
	· These fully comprehensive lesson plans enable teachers to teach high quality lessons and ensure that skills progress across the school. 
· PE leader can articulate St John’s FMS progression from FS1 into KS2 (basic skills) and then into KS2 (skills and their application across a selected range of sports.)
· CPL videos ensure that teachers can identify small steps and live assess/respond to gaps in knowledge and skills, so all children build on prior learning. 

	Hiring professional coaches 
	£6000
	· We will work with two local sports coaches to offer high quality teaching, CPL opportunities to staff and popular after school clubs to increase participation. Focus children will be identified such as children identified as lacking in physical development and be invited to attend events/clubs
· Teachers will continue to increase their confidence, gain ideas, observe demonstrations and instruction delivery and understanding small steps and will enjoy seeing their children learning from an ‘expert’.

	Level 2 Swimming Teaching qualification
	£1398
	· A Level 2 qualified swimming teacher is a requirement by our local swimming pool. Having two ‘in house’ will result in higher quality swimming lessons so that pupils meet the statutory swimming requirement. 

	Reception physical development equipment
	£3000
	· This equipment will lead to higher quality sessions in physical development for all children in the reception class. All children will become both confident and competent in acquiring FMS. 
· A number of identified children with needs in this area will also benefit from the purchase of this equipment so that they catch up with their peers.
